We will issue an invitation
letter for your umpire. Please note that all costs associated with the visa
application are for your or the umpire’s account. Please note that the consulate will
issue visas in its sole discretion.

All invited umpires must organise their own transportation (air, car or train) to
Orebro as well as travel and medical insurance. The Organiser offers free
hospitality in a twin room sharing with another umpire from dinner on 20 February
until breakfast on 26 February 2018, as well as transportation from and to Orebro
Airport. Each umpire will receive a per diem of US$25,00 per competition day or
the equivalent in local currency.
